MOTIVATION:

Teachers experience a classroom situation

in which learning is becoming increasingly difficult due to a growing number of individual learning disorders, collective refusals to learn, conflicts and other instructional disturbances. disruptions. Many of these difficulties seem to be caused by heterogeneous in terms of culture, language, achievement and social background. 

In this courses for teachers of all types of schools from 5-10 different countries the  participants experience such a kind of situation. By means of this important possibility of encounter new experiences and ways of acting can be gained. 

METHODS:
The pedagogical basis is Gestalt pedagogy. Our goal is the increase of teaching abilities which can only be learned in a practical situation. Aspects of the continuing learning process in Gestalt pedagogy are: 

The experiential realization of one's creative potency, to refine the ability of perception and awareness, the consideration of one´s personal learning history, and a special way of dealing with resistance.

The participants will, most of the time, be working in groups of 5-15 in a process-oriented seminar structure. 
COURSE LEADERS:

The transnational staff (AT, DE, CH, IT, SK) leads courses in the European teachers´training since the pilot project in 2000 under the scientific leadership and coaching of Prof. Dr. Jörg Bürmann, long time dean at the University of Mainz and develops the courses  continuously.

PROGRAM:
Gaining gestalt pedagogic competences in conjunction with understanding people and their cultural backgrounds by using their creative abilities.  

Basic course: Module 1 and 2:

Introduction into Gestalt pedagogy, increasing the ability of refined perception, awareness and reflection.

Topics: Family, school, tradition

Biographical self reflection: basic school time 

Continuation Course I: Module 3 and 4:

Broadering didactic abilities, dealing with prejudice  and exclusion of members of the class

Topics: learning motivation, values, constructions of reality, ethnocentric perspectives.

Biographical self reflection: youth

Continuation CourseII:Module 5 and 6:

Intensifying gestalt pedagogical competence in regard to the leading of groups and with handling conflicts and crisis.

Topics: The influence of the social and material background

Biographical self reflection: years of training

Continuation CourseIII:Module 7 and 8:

School as an institution, dealing with conflicts and crisis in organizations

Topics: causes of conflicts in schools and between persons of different cultures

Biographical self reflection: first years as a teacher

Continuation Course IV: Module 9 and 10:

Counselling competence in gestaltpedagogic way, connexions with aspects of development psychology

Topics: among other things consequences of contemporary history, contributions to peace politics

Biographical self reflexion: mature age, processes of change during the lifetime
